BRINGING INTERNATIONAL MUSICIANS INTO SCHOOL
BAYOU SECO from New Mexico, USA 
Available in April & May 20122
This day programme has been designed by WOMAD Foundation to have direct links to the curriculum for KS1 and KS2 and includes a concert and workshops in school accompanied by an education resource pack for extended work following the visit.
Bayou Seco aka New Mexican musicians Jeanie McLerie and Ken Keppeler bring a unique cultural experience to school with their vibrant, joyous and colourful celebration of traditional American music.  
Bayou Seco and WOMAD Foundation have created a programme that covers cross-curricular themes in which the whole school can participate. Songs in French, Spanish, Navajo and English introduce themes of diverse communities with distinct cultures. Geography and the environment are introduced via songs about the swamps of Louisiana and the dry plains of Arizona whilst stories about the people from whom the songs were learnt brings their modern relevance into sharp focus.

PROGRAMME FOR PRIMARY SCHOOLS
Bayou Seco's workshops can be tailored to individual class groups, for year groups or for smaller groups of instrument players. Their workshops are followed by a concert for the whole school with a chance for the children to share what they have learned in the workshops with their contemporaries.  With their wonderful collection of instruments and user friendly style of teaching, Bayou Seco captivate children with their stories and traditions of this musically rich and little known area of the USA.
Options 
1. Dance & Song Workshop.  Teaches group dances and songs suitable for KS1 & KS2.
2. Music Workshop  - Violin, guitar and percussion players can learn the parts of a song, rehearse together and perform as part of the concert for the whole school.
3. Foundation Stage.  An interactive session of songs and stories.
4. Concert for the whole school.  Children will learn a Navajo chant, discover why Cajun people from Louisiana sing in French, find out what it was like to be a cattle driving Cowboy and watch Sam the wooden dancing man flat foot to a tune on the banjo.
A day programme is £300 which includes a teaching resource on the music and instruments with background to the history and geography of New Mexico with ideas for preparation and follow up work.
