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ACCESS ALL AREAS (AAA) TERMS OF BUSINESS: ARTISTES

UNTIL FURTHER NOTICE THE FOLLOWING TERMS OF BUSINESS WILL APPLY TO ALL ARTISTES FOR WHOM ACCESS ALL AREAS OBTAINS WORK.

In this document AAA may be described as 'the agency'.  The following paragraphs are not intended as a contract but are listed simply to establish the basis upon which the relationship will proceed between the agency and all the artistes for whom work is obtained by the agency.  Legislation, referred to as The Act in this document, (Statutory Instrument 203 No. 3319: The Conduct of Employment Agencies and Employment Businesses Regulations 2003) obliges the agency to present all workers with a document of this type.  A signature is asked for at the end of the document simply to signify that the terms have been read and understood.  Please print off a copy, then sign and return it while keeping a copy for your own records.

TERMS OF BUSINESS at and from 1st September 2007

1(a)
The agency earns its income by charging commission on performance fees secured world-wide for the artistes who agree to so let the agency represent them.

1(b)
The rate of commission is currently 15% for non-UK artistes and 12.5% for UK artists (unless otherwise agreed) of all net live performance fees, i.e. net of VAT.

These rates of commission are currently applicable.

1(c)
The agency reserves the right to renegotiate these rates of commission as circumstances dictate when a written statement may be issued.

2(a)
The agency will invoice all artistes for commission due at the end of the month in which the commission has been earned.  The terms of payment will be listed on each invoice.  If commission is overcharged or undercharged appropriate adjustments will be effected when commission invoices are next issued.

2(b)
In general it is the artiste's responsibility to ensure correct payment of the contracted fee is made upon completion of the contract where possible and feasible.  A commission becomes due to the agency as soon as any contract is completed.  Accordingly commissions must be paid to the agency as soon as is possible after a performance and in any event no later than thirty (30) days after the performance.  The issuing of an invoice should not be taken as signalling a payment is due.                             / … continued

2(c)
If payment of a contracted performance fee has been withheld from an artiste the agency will endeavour to assist in collecting the payment.

3
The Act requires all artistes must provide to the agency proof of identity.  The preferred form of proof of identity is a photocopy of a passport which the agency will keep on file either as hard copy or electronically.  For a band, the leader of the band will provide proof of his or her identity in the form of a photocopy of a passport and will also provide photocopies of the band members’ passports.
4(a)
Neither the agency nor the artiste need give a period of notice to the other in terminating the understanding about seeking work contained in this document.

4(b)
The agency will agree terms and conditions with concert promoters on behalf of artistes who have given the agency either written or verbal permission to do so.  The agency will write contracts to send to concert promoters in summary of verbally agreed terms and conditions of agreements for every confirmed engagement for every artiste.  The issuing of any agency contract means that the agency has the artiste’s permission to do so and that no other event in which the artiste is involved takes precedence over or will affect in any way or will lead to cancellation of the agency’s contract.  If an artiste fails to inform the agency about a clash of dates which eventually prevents the artiste performing as contracted by the agency the artiste will be liable for the commission which the agency would have collected from the artiste for the lost date(s).

4(c)
The artiste will tell the agency of all their professional activities so that an up-to-date diary of these activities can be maintained by the agency.

5
From time to time the agency will receive money from a concert promoter which is owed to an artiste but made payable to the agency.  The Act requires the agency to operate a client bank account into which such monies would be paid.  The money will be held in trust for the artiste in this account so that the bank cannot access it in the event of the failure of the agency.  The agency may deduct from this account monies due before paying the balance on to the artiste.

6(a)
In addition to commissions as in paragraph (1), "exceptional" costs incurred by the agency on behalf of an artiste may be charged to the artiste at cost.  Such costs do not include ordinary or "everyday" postages, telephone calls, e-mails, or faxes and the general day-to-day running of the agency's office and establishment.   / … continued

6(b)
"Exceptional" includes the costs of promotional activities which an artiste may reasonably be expected to undertake on their own behalf if they were representing themselves, such as agreed publicity campaigns and employment of a PR consultant. The costs associated with these activities will be agreed in advance with the artiste.  

7
From time to time all artistes will supply to the agency appropriate photographs and comprehensive biographical notes.

8
The agency will keep computer records of all financial dealings, contracts and artiste information.
