The Endless Journey – Creative Learning Programme

In 2010 Mamane Barka and Oumarou Adamou were the first Access All Areas musicians to participate in developing Creative Learning workshops for schools designed by WOMAD Foundation.  They presented workshops in 14 schools during their tour which the evaluation showed were valued highly for their cross curricular approach and engagement of the children in understanding of life in a different part of the world.

Mamane and Oumarou together with Alhousseini Anivolla and Bammo Agonla will participate in training with WOMAD Foundation staff prior to their UK tour commencing.  An education resource pack will be produced to provide pre-visit preparation and post-visit follow up to suppor additional learning.  Many promoters who have taken dates were particularly interested because of the Creative Learning element and the additional value it added to their work with local communities and schools.
